The first Grand Prix is especially focussed on 
new pilots and will concentrate on testing your 
flying skills rather than your knowledge of the 
rules - you will be teamed with a current 
competition pilot who will help you understand 

and plan the tasks. In addition, a series of 
presentations will focus on specific aspects of how 
to prepare for and participate in competition tasks.
